Outcome: The children will be tour guides of an Egyptian Museum filled with their handmade artefacts.

Focus Area: History, children will learn:

Pupils will learn about the achievements of the earliest civilizations and will be given an overview of where and when the first civilizations appeared.
They will take part in an in-depth study of the Ancient Egyptian Dynasty. This will include finding out: where and when the Ancient Egyptian
civilization began, what everyday life was like at the time, the religious practices of the Ancient Egyptians and the unusual rituals they participated
in, such as mummification.

They will have a chance to use different sources of evidence- including artefacts, books, photographs, video footage and the internet to research
different aspects and draw conclusion about the life style of the Ancient Egyptians and how it compares to life now.
