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Start Date: 6th January 2025 Finish Date: 14th February 2025 

 Hook: 

Watch the film version of ‘Around the World in 80 days’ and read the abridged version- plot the route the 

characters take on their journey around the world- using maps and atlases. 

Rationale: 

Children will start by reading ‘Around the World in 80 Days’ by Jules Verne and will use non-fiction books to find 

facts about the United Kingdom. Children will make their own non-fiction book about the UK to share with other 

children. They will explore different human and physical geographical aspects of the 4 countries that make up the 

UK. After half-term the children will read Kensuke’s Kingdom by Michael Morpurgo and explore different habitats 

and the animal kingdom in Science. They will design and make animal habitats, homes and feeders for the school 

grounds. 

Outcome: The children will be able to talk about habitats and will be successful in making their own animal homes, 

which will be put out in time for the Spring.
